And then, as the children took the Rights laid out in the UNICEF declaration and interpreted them through 

their drama, their words and their art, we witnessed these complex and important ideas come to life in 

such simple and vibrant ways through the

A gentle reminder about standards – and particularly, water bottles. 

As often happens at this time of year, all sorts of variations on school kit are creeping into school. As we 

know parents will be replenishing children’s uniform and basic supplies over the summer months, we 

wanted to share a reminder that children must wear school uniform – and this does not include skinny 

jeans and trainers – and may only bring a clear school water bottle to school.
