Although we are mindful about
LNCOoMraglng too much online lzarning al home, children do harve to sit the Yr & Times Tahle
Test as part of ocur accountahility to the DJE, and this test is accessed through an online
portal.For that reason, children need to practise their keyboard skills so that they can type
quickly enough in a timed fest.

e Spellings are checked by ensuring that they transfer accurately to children’s mriting in their
classroom context, and there are clear expectations for specific words at each Key Stage.
Spellings mrill be set in line mrith where the children are in their learning. There may be
spelling tests if appropriate, but feachers know a great many innosvative ways to check
spelling, and these are more engaging than a test. In all cases, it is so important that
spelling is not a barrier to ideas, as children need to he able to free up hrain space for the
flow of their Lmaginaiinn/knawl.zdgz into their mriting. We don’t mant them to he stopped

in their trocks b)é anmciely oner /spzlhng/s.

As almways, talk to your class teacher if you are experiencing difficulties with your child's
homemwork.
