Beowulf. The language is rich, the tone is dark and the tension is rising...will Beowulf defeat the
hideous Grendel and put an end to the loathsome creature’s reign of terror?

This is just one element of our provision for Reading, which not only prepares children for the
rigours of meeting National Expectations at the end of each Key Stage, but also promotes a love of
reading for life. We have excelled with last year’s reading outcomes — see below — and results like
this can only be achieved when Reading provision is rich, engaging and uncompromising in its
expectations. Of course we cannot achieve this without you. Please, above all else, read to and with
your child — and if they are still grappling with the early stages of learning to read (and it is a
struggle) help them to develop their skills by practising just a little each day. We promise, it will
make a difference, and what greater key to success and confidence is there?

Mrs Cox will be available at the late Parent Evenings in each school next week to talk through —
and show parents — examples of the end of Key Stage Assessments so that they can see what the
expectations and challenges are for the children. Together we can help them achieve more.

A Gentle Reminder

In all that we do in school, we try to create a sort of oasis, so that children feel safe and able to
focus on the challenges of new learning every day.
