Weekly Reading Tasks Weekly Phonics Tasks 

Monday- Ask your child to think about their favourite books and read one of them 
together. Find out about the famous authors and encourage your child to think 
about why they like these books? Information about Julia Donaldson is included at 
the end of the pack. 
Practise reading words using your Fred sounds – Please find words on Tapestry 
along with other challenges. Write them onto flash cards to use at home.   
 

Year One Challenge ~ 
 

Monday- Benjamin Zephaniah is a famous poet from Birmingham. Your child can 
listen to his poem ‘Royal Tea’ here. What did your child like about the poem? What 
did they dislike about the poem? Could they write their own poem about visiting the 
queen? 
 

Monday- Sound Sprint - Make some sound cards (you could use paper). Place 
and spread them out across the floor. Ask your child to run and stand on the sound 
you call out. Say simple words as a challenge e.g. f-o-x.

Year One Challenge ~ 
 

Monday- Choose letters that make words from your spelling list or words that can 
be read on sight. Write the letters in chalk on the ground outside. Give your child a 
word and they must spell it by jumping from letter to letter. This could also be done 
by writing the letters on paper inside the house. You could choose these words 
from a book you have recently read and enjoyed at home. 

Tuesday- Read stories written by the famous author, Julia Donaldson. You can 
also listen to them if you click on the following links: Room on the Broom / Gruffalo. 
Read keywords for this week (see Monday). 
 

Year One Challenge ~ 
 
Tuesday- Ask your child to explore and find out about one famous/significant 
person here. Can they find and read any red words within the text? Why is this 
person important? Can they create a fact file about this person? What would it feel 

Tuesday- Play Online Buried Treasure - Click on the sounds your child is learning. 
CHALLENGE: If you think it is a real word can you explain what the word means?

like to be this person? You could dress up as this character and become them, 
answering questions whilst in role. 

Wednesday- Ask your child to draw pictures showing what happened at the 
beginning, middle and the end of Room on the Broom or The Gruffalo. Or choose 
a different story.  
Read keywords for this week (see Monday). 
 

Year One Challenge ~ 
 
Wednesday- Ask your child to re-read their favourite story out loud. Remind them 
to use expression. Task your child with creating a new book cover for their 
favourite story or writing an alternative ending! Don’t forget to add your creations to 
Seesaw for us to see! 

Wednesday- Ask your child to use their phonic knowledge to spell some of the 
names of the characters from the ‘The Gruffalo’? E.g. f-o-x, ow-l. If this is too 
tricky, can they say the sounds that make up the words instead? You could use the 
sounds/words we have practised on Tapestry the previous week – log in to remind 
yourself of what these are.

Year One Challenge ~ 
 
Wednesday- Mary Seacole and Florence Nightingale are remembered for helping 
the sick and injured soldiers during the Crimean War. How many adjectives can 
your child list to describe medical professionals? Can they use these words in 
sentences? Here’s a link to help -

Thursday- Ask your child questions about the books that you have shared- Who 
are the main characters? How are the characters feeling? Who is your favourite 
character? Why? What did you like/dislike about this story?  
Read keywords for this week (see Monday).

Thursday- Who was Queen Elizabeth I? Watch this short video and then your 
child can record what they’ve learned about this royal. They may also wish to use 
books or websites to help.  

Thursday- Play Viking Full Circle - Click on the set of sounds your child is 
learning. Listen carefully to the word and have a go at choosing the correct letters 
to make the word.

Year One Challenge ~ 
 

Thursday-.‘Kind’, ‘past’, ‘improve’, ‘many’ and ‘people’ are some of the words 
that children in KS1 need to be able to spell. Can your child use these to write 
sentences about Mary Seacole or Florence Nightingale?   

Friday- Your child can continue to read a story from the free eBook library at 
Oxford Owl. Repeat as you would your class reading books. What do you 
like/dislike about this book? 
Read keywords for this week (see Monday). 
 

Year One Challenge ~ 
 
Friday- Set up an interview where your child can be the interviewer and you can 
be the famous person (choose from here). Ask them to write down and read back 
to you some of the things you have said. You could create a costume, so that the 
interviewee feels in character.  
 
 
 
 

Friday- Choose a letter of the alphabet. How many famous people or book 
characters can your child think of that start with this letter?

Monday- Monday- Ask your child to count on from any given number to 10 or 20 – 
e.g. 1,2,?,?,? or 3,4,?,? or 5,6,?,? etc 
 
Comparing numbers to 10 - Make some skittles using plastic bottles with water/ 
sand or soil in them.  
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Year One Challenge ~ 

 
 

Monday- Get your child to practise writing their number bonds to or within 10 - e.g. 
2 + 7 = 9 or 3 + 4 = 7. Can you remember our number bond song? 
 

(Tune of - row, row the boat) 
 

9 and 1 are number bonds 
8 and 2 are friends 

7 and 3 
6 and 4 

5 and 5 are twins  
 
Y1 Play Pairs – number bonds to 10  
Create your own digit cards 0 – 10  
Place them face down and pick up 2 at a time.  
See if you can find the pairs of number which make 10. 
As an extra challenge use more than 1 set of cards

Wednesday- Encourage your child to write all of the number facts for  
20 e.g. 0 + 20 = 20 progressing up to 20 + 0. 
Number Bonds Challenge 
Then Create your own digit cards 0 - 20 
Pick up a card i.e. 13 and write the number sentence inserting the missing amount 
i.e. 
13 + 7 = 20.

Thursday- Ask your child to think about who they believe to be important people – 
such as the Queen. How would your child describe them? Why do they think they 
are important? Your child could list important people. Who is important to them? Is 
it someone in their family, or maybe a superhero? 
 

Year One Challenge ~ 
 

Thursday- Can your child write a letter, postcard or email to their teacher? They 
may want to describe what they have been doing at home. They might want to tell 
their teacher about the things that they are missing about school. Could they post it 
onto Seesaw, that way we can reply? 

Thursday- Generate your own addition number stories: First, there are 3 people 
on the bus. Then, 2 more people get on the bus. How many people are on the 
bus? Now there are 5 people on the bus. 

 
 

Year One Challenge ~ 
 

Thursday- Y1 Number Line Add Up 
 Create your own number line up to 20. 
Create your own digit cards 0 – 10. 
Pick up 2 cards and practise adding up the 2 amounts using the number line to 
help you.  
i.e 16 + 4 = 20. 
Do this practically at first and record your calculations. 

 

Friday- Ask your child to think about and draw someone who is very important to 
them. Can your child say or write a simple sentence describing why this person is 
so important.

Learning Project - to be done throughout the week 

The project this week aims to provide opportunities for your child to learn more about famous or significant people. Learning may focus on past or present 
inventors, explorers or scientists and how they influence society today.  
 
Make your Favourite Characters- 

● Make a puppet of a famous story character. Use a toilet roll and draw, colour and stick other bits of material onto the tube to make 
your own character puppet. This can be a character from the Gruffalo or a character from another story written by a different 
famous author. 

● Paint your hand and make handprints and decorate to make your very own Gruffalo.  
 
 

Can you Name the Famous Characters? 
● Take part in the quiz -Who Do You Know? You will need help from your grown - ups. Have a go at Quiz 1 and Quiz 2. Or, you could also describe famous book 

characters to your child and they have to guess who it is you’re describing.  
 
Play Snake  

● The Gruffalo features a snake. Click here to play snake - Use the arrows on the keyboard to move the snake around - count how many apples you can collect.

Create your own Broomstick 

● Create your own broomstick like the witch in ‘Room on the Broom’. You could gather up sticks from the garden and tie them on to the end of a 
large stick using elastic bands, string or garden twine. How could you make improvements to your broom? Encourage your child to act out the 
story. Take a photograph of your finished broomstick and upload to Twitter at #TheLearningProject. 

 
Visit ‘The Gruffalo’ website 

● Listen to the Gruffalo song, learn the ‘Monkey Puzzle’ song in makaton and dance along to the ‘Gruffalo’s Child’ song. There are also some 
great interactive games in the play and explore area. Colour your own Gruffalo using the paint game, create your own monster on monster maker and much 
more. 

 
Mindfulness 

• Help your child find a quiet space where they can sit comfortably. Encourage them to close their eyes, reminding them they are safe; this is their special 
mindfulness time which helps to keep their brain and body healthy.   

• Ask your child to think of a famous person they admire (it could be a superhero or a family member if that is easier) and ask them to think about what they 
admire / like about that person. Are they strong? Are they kind?   

• Help your child to turn this into positive affirmation such as ‘I am strong’, ‘I am kind’, or ‘I am helpful’. Explain to your child they can say these words inside their 
head every time they take a breath in. Every time they breathe out, they can relax their body a little bit more.   

• Keep breathing and saying the words silently for a minute or so.
